Sanner’s Lake Sportsmen’s Club
 High Power Sporting Rifle Match Program
As of January 18, 2018
Dates: April 28, June 23 and September 22, 2018
Place: Lexington Park, St. Mary’s County, MD
Eligibility: This match is open to the public. The club gate will be open at approximately 0800 the day of the match. Due to the limited range capacity {two relays of 8 shooters, total of 16 shooters} you are advised to contact the person listed at the end of this program to reserve a firing point. If you do not appear at the range by 0830 the day of the match your reserved firing point will be assigned to any waiting shooter. Minors must have an adult sponsor present when competing in this match. 

Entries: Registration on the day of the match. Entries close at 8:30 A.M. the day of the match. Advance registration available and highly recommended.
Entry fee: Club non-members $15.00, club members $10.00, juniors $5.00. Entry fee includes the $4.50 NRA registration fee.

Entry Limit: 16 competitors (8 per relay).

Firing Starts: 9:00 a.m.

Equipment: NRA High Power Sporting Rifle as described in the NRA High Power Sporting Rifle rulebook. Metallic or optical sights. Maximum weight of the rifle and sighting equipment of 9.5 pounds.
Safety: Eye and hearing protection is required at the Sanner’s Lake shooting ranges. An Empty Chamber Indicator is required at all NRA competitions and will be available to competitors without one at a nominal cost. All uncased rifles will have the bolt open, magazine removed and an ECI properly installed at all times unless directed otherwise by the match officials.  

Course of Fire: NRA approved 100 yard High Power Sporting Rifle Match Course. 32 rounds fired for record.

1. Sighting shots: Up to 5 sighting shots in 5 minutes at the beginning of each relay, loading one cartridge at a time; SR-1 target.

2. Slow Fire Prone: 8 rounds in 8 minutes, loading one cartridge at a time; SR-1 target.

3. Slow Fire Standing: 8 rounds in 8 minutes, loading one cartridge at a time; SR-1 target.

4. Rapid Fire/Sitting or Kneeling: 2 strings of 4 rounds in 30 seconds per string, rifle loaded and shooter in position when command to “Fire.” is given. SR-1 target.
5. Rapid Fire/Prone: 2 strings of 4 rounds in 30 seconds per string, rifle loaded and shooter in position when the command to “Fire.” is given; SR-1 target.

Rules: Current NRA High Power Sporting Rifle rules will govern. The rules pertaining to rifle weight and allowable shooters equipment will be strictly adhered to. No shooting coats or shooting gloves are allowed. Only gloves suitable to the weather may be worn. No compensators or muzzle brakes are allowed on rifles (Rule 3.16.1). All competitors will be required to keep score for each other. A $1.00 fee will be charged for each scoring challenge. If the challenge is won, the fee will be refunded. The scoring plug will be inserted by match officials only. Once a scorecard is signed the score shown thereon is accepted by the competitor as correct. The Statistical Officer will make every effort to find and correct errors, but cannot be held responsible if an error goes undetected. No alcoholic beverages are permitted on the range.

Classification of Competitors: NRA classifications will be used. Unclassified competitors will be placed in the “Unclassified” class. Competitors with current NRA classifications in one or more NRA rifle disciplines will be classified based upon the highest classification they hold for their initial Sporting Rifle match classification. All competitors not holding a Sporting Rifle classification card will be issued a temporary classification book to keep track of their classification until a classification card has been issued by the NRA.
Awards: None. Competitors compete for the pleasure of competition, match experience, honors and fellowship and the opportunity to obtain or improve a NRA High Power Sporting Rifle classification.

Facilities: No potable water is available at the range. Portable rest facilities are provided. Food establishments are available in nearby Lexington Park, MD.

Directions to the range: From the Washington Beltway take Pennsylvania Avenue South/MD Route 4 to Solomons, MD and across the Thomas Johnson Bridge to the intersection of Route 4 and Route 235. Turn left, proceed South and in front of the Naval Air Warfare Center Gate 2 turn right on Route 246/Great Mills Road. Approximately ¼ mile after the fourth traffic light, turn left onto Sanner’s Lane, next to the St. Mary’s Golf Center. Follow the road to the club entrance gate (to the left of the house at the end of the road) and when inside the gate, bear left to the Rifle Range.
Liability: Competitors use the range at their own risk and must sign a Waiver of Liability prior to competing. The tournament sponsor and officials assume no responsibility to any competitor for accidents or for the acts or omissions of other competitors.
